Mohs Complex Case Criteria

Histologically aggressive tumors.

Large tumors, covering at least an entire cosmetic unit, or scalp tumors of greater than 5
cm in diameter.

Tumors arising at a difficult anatomic site, e.g., external auditory canal, perianal,
intranasal, nailbed, medial canthus.

Complex histopathologic interpretation. (Include cases other than BCC and SCC.)
Tumors involving bone.

Tumors requiring more than four stages.

Multiple recurrent tumors or tumor recurrence after prior radiation therapy.
Surgeries requiring expertise/involvement of surgical colleague in another discipline.

Patient with extremely complex medical problems requiring special intraoperative
management.
